Deadline for Nominations:  December 15, 2007

Criteria for nominees/recipients

· Nominees have both depth and breadth of service to the GLBT community.

· Nominees are community leaders or activists.

· Community service may include service to PFund, but should not be limited to this type of service.

· The award recognizes someone who has made a significant contribution that reflects the mission and vision of PFund.
· The PFund Power of One Award is not limited to someone with a “lifetime” of contributions; a significant one-time benefit may also be recognized.

· Current board and staff members of PFund are not eligible for nomination.  Partners and family members of current board and staff are eligible.

Nomination and selection procedure

· Nominations for the PFund Power of One Award are open to the entire GLBT and allied community.  We will announce the award and the nominating procedure with press releases to both GLBT and mainstream news outlets, in the PFund newsletter, and to our constituent database.  No nominations will be accepted by phone but we will accept written nominations via mail, email or fax.

· Individuals submitting nominations must use PFund’s nomination form.  Statements must not exceed two pages.

· Selecting the PFund Power of One Award recipient from among the nominees is the responsibility of the PFund board.  The award winner must have a simple majority of board votes.  The Vice President of Grants and Programming facilitates the selection process.

· The recipient will receive an award and a $2,000 contribution to the recipients’ non-profit organization(s) of choice.

1) The organization(s) must be an incorporated non-profit charitable organization whose mission and activities do not conflict with PFund Foundation’s mission.

2) The organization cannot be one whose primary purpose is to meet the needs of a specific individual or family, even if the funds flow through a 501c3 non-profit organization.

· The award and contribution will be presented at our 20th Anniversary event, spring 2008, and will be used to increase PFund’s community visibility.
